Dedicated to the memory of avid cyclists Dr. Fenner McConnell and Matt Wantz, Fenner Ride is a century
ride that takes cyclists from the historic city of Milton to the woodlands of the Blackwater Forest and back
again. Along the way, the winding course offers a unique chance to experience Northwest Florida’s native
wildlife, natural environments, and beautiful scenery. A portion of the ride follows the Blackwater State
Heritage Trail, selected as one of Florida’s most scenic greenways. Proceeds from the event benefit Big
Brothers Big Sisters of Northwest Florida.
